We have a close collaboration
with SfL to ensure highest possible number of pupils achieve at least a N4,

Journalism

of a Higher Pass (21 UCAS points).

» This course develops a high range of skills:
multiple styles of writing, interviewing, photography,
website design etc.

Communications

» Level 6 alternative to Higher English. Alternative to
a 1 year Higher to allow those who need the 2
years to build extra skills, while still gaining a
qualification.
